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UAMS AHEC-SW offers educational opportunities through the  

Colleges of Medicine, Nursing and Health Related Professions (CHRP). 

The College of Nursing Outreach Program at UAMS AHEC-SW has produced 50 BSN 
RNs since 1994; 81 MNSc RNs since 1992; and 154 BSN RNs since 1999 through our 
partnership with the UAMS Off-Campus BSN Program at  Hope.  There are currently 
23 RNs enrolled in our MNSc program; four in the RN-BSN Completion Program; and 
55 BSN students on the Hope campus.  Sixty-four percent of the RN-BSN  graduates and 
74 percent of the MNSc graduates are currently working in the UAMS AHEC-SW service 
area or in the state of Arkansas. 
 

Texarkana student Gracie Adkisson was the first UAMS student to receive the MNSc de-
gree as a family psychiatric and mental health nurse practitioner and Denim Boler, MNSc, 
FNP, received the Willa Belle Adams Award, ×ÈÉÃÈ ÒÅÃÏÇÎÉÚÅÓ Á ÍÁÓÔÅÒȭÓ ÇÒÁÄÕÁÔÅ ×ÈÏ 
exemplifies excellent 
clinical nursing skills.  
Gloria Mugno, RN, 
BSN, MS, has been   
director of nursing edu-
cation at UAMS AHEC-
SW since 1989 and was 
founding coordinator of 
the Off-Campus BSN 
Program at Hope. 

The Family Medicine Residency Program, under the direction of Mike Finley, MD, admit-

ted its first students in 1993 and since that date, 74 physicians have completed the three-

year program offered at UAMS AHEC-SW.  Of these 74 graduates, 47 are currently serv-

ing the residents of Arkansas and 15 are practicing in Texas, including Texarkana, 

Texas.  Six residents graduated this past June and nine new physicians began their train-

ing July 1.  Twenty-one physi-

cians are currently enrolled in 

our Family Medicine Resi-

dency Program under the di-

rection of  Russell Mayo, MD.
